Introduction

1.1 Purpose
This document describes how to recover your CCP XLII or CCP XL 3.0 using a recovery disc or a bootable USB flash drive. The CCP XL 3.0 is an updated version of the CCP XLII and the recovery disc works the same for both of the models. From here on, CCP XL will be used to reference both of these models. 
Note that a recovery disc for CCP XL 3.0 cannot be used on a CCP XLII, and vice-versa, due to the different processor architectures of the models.

2 Delivery structure
Documentation - Contains documents regarding CCP XL recovery.

DVD_ISO
 - Contains an ISO image for creating a recovery DVD.
USB_image
 - Contains a file structure for creating a bootable recovery USB flash drive.
Util
 - Contains tools to make USB flash drives or Compact Flash cards bootable.
3 Preparations

If restoring to a hard drive or compact flash card where an OS has previously been installed, no further preparations needs to be made. 
When restoring to e.g. a new compact flash card, it could be preformatted with FAT32. This may cause the formatting script on the recovery disc to fail. Should this be the case, the compact flash card should be formatted with NTFS prior to running the recovery disc. The instructions in chapter Create a bootable USB flash drive also works fine for formatting a compact flash card in the correct way.
4 Recovery disc
Step-by-step instructions of how to recover your CCP XL using the DVD recovery disc:
1. Create a recovery disc by burning content of CCP_XL_RECOVERY.iso  to a DVD disc.
2. Connect an external DVD player to CCP XL port USB2.
3. Start CCP XL.

4. Press F2 during boot to enter BIOS setup.

5. Setup CCP XL BIOS to boot from DVD player.

6. Boot CCP XL using recovery disc.

5 Recovery USB flash drive
Step-by-step instructions of how to recover your CCP XL using a bootable USB flash drive.
5.1 Create a bootable USB flash drive
In the Util folder you will find the tools BootSect.exe and UFDPrep.exe needed to create a bootable USB flash drive.
1. First we need to format the USB flash drive to be able to boot the recovery environment. This is done using UFDPrep.exe. Open a command prompt and enter the following command: UFDPrep /size=<drive size in MB> /ntfs <drive letter:>. 
E.g: UFDPrep /size=3835 /ntfs E:
2. Next we need to update USB flash drive bootcode. This is done using BootSect.exe. Open a command prompt and enter the following command:
BootSect /nt60 <drive letter:>
E.g: BootSect /nt60 E:

3. The USB flash drive is now bootable.

5.2 Prepare and execute recovery environment

1. First you need to copy the recovery environment to the USB flash drive. Copy all content of the USB recovery package to the USB drive root directory.
2. Connect the USB flash drive to port USB2 on your CCP XL.

3. IMPORTANT! Make sure no other USB flash drives or other removable media (e.g. USB DVD player) is connected to CCP XL during the recovery process.

4. Start CCP XL.

5. Press F2 during boot to enter BIOS setup.

6. Change BIOS boot settings to boot from USB flash drive.

7. Save changes to BIOS and reboot.

8. If everything has gone well the recovery environment should boot, this takes approx. 7 minutes.
9. See chapter Using the recovery environment for further instructions.
6 Using the recovery environment

When the recovery environment has booted a command prompt is shown. Follow the instructions below to recover your system.
1. When the recovery environment has booted, reconnect your USB flash drive or DVD player to port USB1 to get USB2.0 support. NOTE! This has to be done after the recovery environment is started.

2. The recovery environment will start automatically.
3. Press ‘y’ to continue the recovery process.

4. When the recovery process is done, remove recovery media and reboot your system.
